• VJet™ allows the user to vary the shower experience anywhere from a conventional 
needle jet spray to a fine spray. 

• Slide the button on the shower up to achieve a firmer, more conventional spray. Slide 
the button down to make a gentler, finer spray.  

• The button can be positioned anywhere to deliver a spray to suit your showering 
preference.

Note: It is normal for water to drain from 
the shower head for a short period 
after the shower is turned off.

• Methven recommends this product is installed by a licensed plumber in compliance with 
all relevant regional regulations.
