The 3/4” supply
lines must be securely anchored/strapped below the sub-floor for proper support.

» Wood blocking should be no further than 1” from the finished floor for the MOUNTING SCREWS to
create adequate support for the TUB FILLER.

» The inlet supply spread is 12-1/2” [318mm] on-center and is NOT adjustable.
